A Service for
The Great Vigil of Easter
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Episcopal service booklet for lay leaders



Concerning the Vigil
11 s important to prepare for this service.

'The Great Vigil, when obsetved, 1s the first setvice of Easter Day. Itis celebrated at a convenient time between sunset on Holy Saturday
and sunise on Faster Moming. It may also be used as the celebration on Easter Day.

"The service normally consists of four patts:
1. 'The service of Light.
2. 'The Setvice of Lessons.
3. Renewal of Baptismal Vows.
4. 'The Ministry of the Word of the Vigil Euchatist.

The Great Vigil is a major worship service. It may be abbreviated by omitting parts 3 and 4 if desired. The number
of readings in Part 2 may also be shortened as indicated in the rubrics. It is customary for many different
individuals to take active parts in the service.

It is desirable that each Lesson be read by a different reader.

The following tasks will need to be assigned:
1. Worship Leader: plans and leads the service, says the Collects, leads the prayers or assigns other to lead
these parts of the worship service.
2. A person to carry the Paschal Candle into the church.
3. A petson to say (ot sing) the Exsultet/Prayer at the Paschal Candle.
4. 9 or more Readers for the Lessons. If necessary, a reader may be assigned to more than one lesson. Also,
the number of readings may be reduced as indicated in the rubrics.

The Worship Leaders may wear a black cassock and white surplice or an alb, and the Worship Leader’s Scapular.
It is appropriate when possible that Elders or Members of the St. Simeon & St. Anna society say The Prayer for

the light of the Paschal feast and to lead the Renewal of Baptismal Vows. Elders may also be asked to say the
Prayer for God’s Grace at the end of the service.

Songs or hymns may be sung before the Renewal of Baptismal Vows and after the Proclamation of Easter.



The Lighting of the Paschal Candle

In the darkeness, fire zs kendled; after which the Worshep 1 eader or person assigned 1o lead 1y address the pegple in these or sinzlar words

Dear friends in Christ: On this most holy night/mormning, in which our Lord Jesus passed over from death to life, the
Church invites her members, dispersed throughout the wotld, to gather in vigil and prayer. For this is the Passover of
the Lord, in which, by hearing his Word and celebrating his Sacraments, we shate in his victory over death.

Prayer for the Light of the Paschal feast

The Worship Leader or an Elder 172y sy the following prayer

Letus pray.

O God, through your Son you have bestowed upon your people the brightness of your light: we ask your blessing

upon this new fire, and grant that in the Paschal feast we may so burn with heavenly desires, that with pure minds we
may attain to the festival of evedasting licht; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

The Paschal Candle 7s then lighted from the newly-kindled fire, and the person assigned to carry the Candle, leads the procession to the church,
pavising three fipes and singing or saying

The light of Christ.
People Thanks be to God.

If candles have been distributed 1o memibers of the congregation, they are lighted from: the Paschal Candle at this time. Other candles and
lamps in the church, exept for those at the Altar; may also be lighted,

The Paschal Candle 75 placed in its stand,
Then the person atypointed, standing near the Candle, sings or says the Eixcsulter, as follows (he sectons in brackets macy be onnitted)

Rejoice now; heavenly hosts and choits of angels, and let your trumpets shout Salvation for the victory of our
mighty King;

Rejoice and sing now; all the round earth, bright with a glotious splendor, for darkness has been vanquished by our
eternal King:

Rejoice and be glad now; Mother Church, and let your holy courts, in radiant light, resound with the praises of your
people.

| All you who stand near this marvelous and holy flame, pray with me to God the Almighty for the grace to sing the
| worthy praise of this great light; through Jesus Christ his Son our Lord, who lives and reigns with him, in the unity
|of the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

The Lotd be with you.
Answer And also with you.
I eader Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
Apnswer It is right to give him thanks and praise.

It is truly right and good, always and everywhere, with our whole heart and mind and voice, to praise you, the
nvisible, almighty, and eternal God, and your only-begotten Son, Jesus Christ our Lotd; for he is the true Paschal
Lamb, who at the feast of the Passover paid for us the debt of Adam sin, and by his blood delivered your faithful
people.



This is the night, when you brought our fathers, the children of Istael, out of bondage in Feypt, and led them
through the Red Sea on dry land.

This is the night, when all who believe in Christ are delivered from the gloom of sin, and are restored to grace and
holiness of life.

This 1s the night, when Christ broke the bonds of death and hell, and rose victotious from the grave.

How wonderful and beyond our knowing, O God, is your metcy and loving-kindness to us, that to redeem a slave,
you gave a Son.

How holy 1s this night, when wickedness s put to flight, and sin is washed away. It testores innocence to the fallen,
and joy to those who mourn. It casts out pride and hatred, and brings peace and concord.

How blessed 1s this night, when earth and heaven are joined and man 1s reconciled to God.

Holy Fathet, accept our evening sactifice, the offeting of this candle in your honor. May it shine continually to drive
away all darkness. May Christ, the Morning Star who knows no setting, find it ever burning — he who gives his light
to all creation, and who lives and reigns for ever and ever. Amen.

It is customary that the Paschal Candle burn at all services from Easter Day through the Day of Pentecost.

The Liturgy of the Word
The Worshep Leader 172y introduce the Scripture readings in these or sinilar words

Let us hear the record of God’s saving deeds in history, how he saved his people in ages past; and let us pray that our
God will bting each of us to the fullness of redemption.

At least two of the following Lessons are read, of which one is always the Lesson from Exodus( Israels deliverance
and the Red Sea).  After each Lesson, the Psalm listed, or a hymn or song may be sung. A period of silence may be
kept; and the included Collect is then said.

Almighty God, you have placed in the skies the sign of your covenant with all living things: Grant that we, who are
saved through water and the Spitit, may worthily offer to you our sactifice of thanksgiving; through Jesus Christ our
Lord. Amen.

God and Father of all believers, for the gloty of your Name multiply, by the grace of the Paschal sacrament, the
number of your children; that your Church may rejoice to see fulfilled your promise to our father Abraham; through
Jesus Christ our Lotd.

Letuspray.  (Silence)

O God, whose wondertul deeds of old shine forth even to our own day, you once delivered by the power of your
mighty arm your chosen people from slavery under Pharaoh, to be a sign for us of the salvation of all nations by the
water of Baptism: Grant that all the peoples of the earth may be numbered among the offspring of Abraham, and
rejoice in the inheritance of Israel; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

God’s Presence in a renewed Israel

Letuspray.  (Silence)

O God, you led your andient people by a pillar of cdloud by day and a pillar of fire by night: Grant that we, who serve
you now on earth, may come to the joy of that heavenly Jerusalem, where all tears are wiped away and where your
saints for ever sing your praise; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

O God of unchangeable power and eternal light: .ook favorably on your whole Church, that wonderful and sacred
mystety; by the effectual wotking of your providence, carry out in tranquility the plan of salvation; let the whole
wotld see and know that things which were cast down are being raised up, and things which had grown old are
being made new; and that all things are being brought to their perfection by him through whom all things were
made, your Son Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

May Almighty God, the Father of our Lotd Jesus Christ, who has given us a new birth by water and
the Holy Spitit, and bestowed upon us the forgiveness of sins, keep us in eternal life by his grace, in
Christ Jesus our Lord. Amen.

The Offertory and Lord’s Prayer
An offering is received. The Worship Leader introduces the offering with these or simtlar words

With thanksgiving and joy for the gift of Easter, for the love of God in Christ Jesus our resurrected
Lotd, for new life in our savior, and for the gift of reconciliation, let us offer our gifts.

A hymn or song is sung during the offering. The gifts are placed on the altar. The Doxology (“Praise God from
whom all blessings flow”) may be sung.

The service concludes with the Lord’s Prayer and the Grace.
The Worship Leader may introduce the prayer saying: Let us pray the words Jesus tanght his disciples;

Our Father, who art in heaven,
hallowed be they Name,
thy kingdom come,
thy will be done,
on earth as it is in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread.
And forgive us our trespasses,
as we forgive those
who trespass against us.
And lead us not into temptation,
But deliver us from evil.
For thine is the kingdom,
and the power, and the glory,
for ever and ever. Amen.

The Worship Leader or Elder says this prayer for God’s Grace

May Almighty God, who has redeemed us and made us his children through the resurrection of his
Son our Lord, grace us with the riches of his blessing. Amen.

May God, who through the water of baptism has raised us from sin into newness of life, make us
holy and worthy to be united with Christ for ever. Amen.

May God, who has brought us out of bondage to sin into true and lasting freedom in the
Redeemer, bring us to our eternal inheritance. Amen.
