Background — At the 1993 Diocesan Convention of the Episcopal Church in Alaska, the
people of the Diocese were challenged to explore, with thanksgiving, their calling as a
people, as congregations, as deaneries, and as a diocese in the areas of service and financial
support. One of the outcomes of this charge was the establishment of the Faith Into
Tomorrow Endowment. The interest from this fund is used to distribute monies in the areas
of ministry development, youth ministry, caring for victims of poverty and abuse, facility
enhancements, and spiritual growth and development.

The following Guidelines define how earnings of this portion of the Fund can be spent -
e Activities that promote local congregational, deanery, or diocesan youth ministries

e  Support for campus ministries

e Youth leadership training events and retreats.

e Youth attendance at Episcopal conferences, retreats, camps, and national events

Who can apply for this grant -

Any Episcopal groups in the Diocese of Alaska, such as congregations, deaneries or the bishop’s
office, etc. The event or activity being funded must be after the grant deadline (October 11).
